Meet your Bespoke Guide - Sydney pick up
Meet your Sydney Bespoke Tours guide in your hotel lobby to begin your day of private, tailored touring. It's a 45 minute
drive to Sydney Zoo - where you'll meet some native Australian wildlife - then just 20 min more to the foot of the Mountains.
So relax and let your guide explain some of the fascinating history of this area as you travel. Remember also, this day is all
about you, so discuss your interests and preferences with your guide so the day can be customised to suit you.

Get up close to Australian wildlife
On our way to the Blue Mountains we'll be stopping off to get a very close-and-personal look at the unique Australian
wildlife on a private VIP tour with a keeper. The 90min tour includes a photo with a koala using your own phone/camera,
reptile encounter, and a walking cultural talk with an Aboriginal Guide.

This is also a great place to grab a reviving cup of coffee before we continue our travels into the Mountains.

A Morning at Wentworth Falls
Your time in the Mountains today will be a great chance to get into nature to explore the Australian bush and wildlife. This
will be a very personalised day, and our travels will depend upon your interests and the conditions we find in the Mountains.
Your guide will tailor your time to get the most out of your day, adapting to include longer or shorter walks to your
preference, and to highlight those aspects that will make this day sing for you!

Our flexible itinerary allows us to take in the variety of vistas and walks at the spectacular Wentworth Falls. The views over
the Jamison Valley here are magnificent, while there are short or longer walks to suit all.

You can even follow in the footsteps of evolutionist Charles Darwin, who visited Wentworth Falls in 1836 when he stayed in
Sydney during the Beagle expedition that so inspired his future writings and theories. It's not hard to imagine the effect that
Australia's unique flora and fauna had on his thoughts. Today, there's still plenty of wildlife to see and hear in the
surrounding bush, from lizards to an array of melodious, colourful and unique birds.



Lunch in the Mountains
At lunchtime we'll head to one of our favourite bistros, in one of the gorgeous Blue Mountain's villages. Sit, relax and enjoy
a hearty two-course lunch, from our perch at the top of a sandstone escarpment.

An afternoon of views and bushland
See the blue haze that gives the Mountains their name, view the quiet countryside of the Megalong Valley from Hargraves
Lookout, or take a walk on one of the beautiful bush tracks around Pulpit Rock or Govetts Leap in the Grose Valley. With a
flexible schedule, our time is easily personalised to bring out the best for you, and accommodate your own interests in
hiking, wildlife, history, ecology or whatever takes your fancy.

We can also delve back into the tourist scene at Echo Point to see the famous Three Sisters rock formation, and learn the
ancient indigenous stories of this land.
